Motion by Hochstein, second by Meier, to approve the purchase of an Admiral chair
lift for the Eagle Pool in the amount of $6,204.00 plus shipping. Voting: Ayes — 4.
Motion carried.

Motion by Hochstein, second by Dobbins, to approve Riverstone Bank as the Village
of Eagle depository. Voting: Ayes — 4. Motion carried.

Motion by Meier, second by Hochstein, to approve minutes as typed for the previous
meeting. Voting: Ayes — 4. Motion carried.

The Village Board acknowledged the resignation of Curtis Klabenes, Maintenance
Supervisor, effective October 13, 2023.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:42 p.m.
